MEETING TIME AND PLACE DIRECTIONS

* 12 P.M. the day of your trip Take Highway I-80 or Highway I-5 to Sacramento. Continue east
about 36 miles on Highway 50 toward Placerville to the Ponderosa
* 6500 Highway 49, Coloma, about 50 Road exit at Shingle Springs. Turn left over the freeway and right at the
minutes east of Sacramento heading stop onto North Shingle Road. Drive about 11 miles to Highway 49,
toward South Lake Tahoe; about 3 where Lotus Road deadends. North Shingle Road becomes Lotus Road
hours from the Bay Area, about 45 at about 4.5 miles. Turn left onto Highway 49 and drive 2 miles to the
minutes west of Auburn, 2.5 hours Mariah Wilderness Expeditions sign at 6500 Highway 49 on left side of
west of Reno and North Lake Tahoe, the road.

TRIP ITINERARY Get ready for a great day on the river! Arrive at 12 P.M. for check-in and trip
orientation. We will then head for the river where you will receive your paddle,
lifejacket, and any rented wetsuits. We will launch our boats and practice paddling skills. We will then enter the current

and enjoy about four miles of Class I and II rapids, building our confidence, enjoying the beauty of the river, and possibly
getting a sight of beaver and deer.

The pace picks up when we paddle our boats into the Gorge section of the river. We will enjoy many Class III rapids such
as Satan’s Cesspool, Hospital Bar, Bouncing Rock, and more. We will return to camp around 4:30-5 P.M. with time to enjoy
a hot shower and a relaxing moment in our camp store before heading for home.

We take many safety precautions and ask you to
respond to our safety requirements:

¢ It is your responsibility to select a river trip appropriate to
your abilities and physical condition. Please call to discuss
any concerns that you may have.

e Please consult your doctor and discuss with us in advance
any medical conditions that would restrict your full
participation. Our meals are planned to naturally respond to
vegetarian requests.

® Our life jackets will fit a maximum chest size of 52 inches

and weight of 280 Ibs.

® You will be required to sign an Assumption of Risk and
Liability Release before your trip begins.

CANCELLATION & REFUND

Due to our limited trip sizes, we turn away others once your reservation
has been submitted. If you must cancel your trip, please notify us as
soon as possible. Upon receipt of written notice 31 days or more prior to
your launch date, you will receive a full refund less your per person
deposit. Any cancellation made within 30 days of the trip will not be
eligible for a refund. You may, however, substitute another person
without penalty.
